Knowing God Part 2 Notes
The joy of the Lord is your strength. Joy means a calm delight.

Every one of us can be as close to God as we want to be. God wants to have an intimate relationship with you. 

Exodus 19:1-9

God comes to us in many forms. Moses had an ear for God. He was totally dependent on God to lead him and guide him. You’ve got to be totally dependent on God’s sufficiency and His ability to do what He wants to do. We can not depend on our own strength, our own resources, or our own wisdom. We have to depend on God because we can not manage ourselves. We are unmanageable without the presence of God managing us. 

Exodus 19:10-13

Becoming broken is the beginning of great things in your life when God is in charge and you humble yourself from pride, rebellion, anger, your temper tantrums, and your mean attitude. You’ve got to get to the place with God where you realize you can’t make it without Him.

INTIMACY IS AN ACT OF HUMILITY. 

Moses didn’t lead the people out by himself; he did it with God’s help.

Moses was on the mountain for forty days and heard nothing from God. On the fortieth day God spoke. Moses waited to hear from God. We have to persevere, we have to pray, and we have to seek God. Intimacy is not easy. Our spiritual success depends on time with God.

Deuteronomy 2:2-3

We’ve allowed fear, intimidation, discouragement, adversity, poverty, family difficulties, and financial difficulties to control us. God wants you to know there is more to life then your problems. God is the problem solver and can make a way where there seems to be no way. 

Exodus 32:30-31

When you come before God’s presence and you can’t think of one single thing He has done for you then you need a change of heart. 

God pours out His blessings on those who are grateful, thankful, those who pray for other people when they fail you. God is going to bless the person who is blessing Him. God’s going to bless the person who is praising Him. 

Exodus 32:32-34

You can’t keep your blessing without God!!

God wants to impart to you the supernatural strength you need; the strength of peace, joy, power, and victory. 

Intimacy is where we have God’s presence in our lives. Jesus did not die to give us religion; He died to give us a relationship.
